The State Auditor must list on
the State Auditor's web site a list of all state mandates cited in a resolution under this section, and the name of the unit of
the local government citing the mandate”, and

WHEREAS, subdivisions of Minnesota Statutes 384.151, 385.373, 386.015, 387.20 and 377.18 define the
minimum salarics allowed for the County Auditor, County Treasurer, County Recorder, County Sheriff, and County
Attorney (respectively),

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that Aitkin County supports legislation to repeal the outmoded language
that defines the minimum salary amounts and allow each County Board to set a minimum salary for its elected officials.
