WHEREAS, Minnesota Statute 6.76 states that each year, local governments are required to report lobbying
expenses to the State Auditor.

WHEREAS, the report is an unnecessary administrative burden to local governments, and is already available in
financial reports of the local government, and

WHEREAS, the state would save money by not having to process this information and issue a report, and the
data does not rise to the level of need,
