Current law requires investment of increase in revenues for Medical
Assistance coverage of Adult Rehabilitative Mental Health Services and
Adult Mental Health Crisis Response Services in “extended mental health
services.” This requirement prevents counties from investing increased
revenues in inpatient and residential treatment.
