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Eliminate the EJJ program that 
keeps serious offenders out of adult 
system & within juvenile system 
until age 21.  Older, serious juvenile 
offenders should be prosecuted and 
sanctioned as adults as current law 
permits (absent diversion to EJJ).  
Diversion to the juvenile system 
imposes substantial out of home 
placement costs on counties.  If the 
state is unwilling to fund this 
program and these costs (as it has 
not since 2003), it should be 
eliminated.
