WHEREAS, the Isanti County Board of Commissioners supports a collaborative effort between
the State of Minncsota and local units of government to reduce costs and yet continue to provide
services to the public, and

and urges the Minnesota Legislature to give serious consideration to all proposals made by
Cities, Townships and Counties,

NOW THEREFORE BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED, the Isanti County Board of Commissioners
adopts the following as mandates that should be strongly considered for elimination or changes
to be made and directs the County Coordinator to submit this listing to the State Auditor:

The state reneged on its commitment

to pay all those costs when counties

surrendered homestead and
agricultural credit aid on a dollar for
dollar basis for the state takeover of
all income maintenance programs in
the early 1990's. These cuts in state
funding, enacted in 2003, should be
restored now that the state finances
are back in the black.
