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Currently the State requires counties to pay the indicated portion of the non-federal share 
of Medical Assistance costs for stays in excess of 90 days in the following situations: 

• 10 percent for individuals placed in Intermediate Care Facilities for the Mentally 
Retarded (ICF/MRs) of seven beds or more; 

• 20 percent for individuals placed in Institutions for Mental Disease (IMD); 
• 20 percent of the cost for care for under-65 disabled individuals placed in 

nursing homes 
The State reneged on its commitment to pay these costs when counties surrendered 
homestead and agricultural credit aid (HACA) on a dollar-for-dollar basis for the State 
take-over of all of all income maintenance programs in the early 1990’s.  The cost shifts 
to County property taxes enacted in 2003 should be reversed now that State finances have 
improved.
