BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, The Commissioners of Sherburne County will submit to the
Office of the State Auditor the actual results of the performance measures adopted by the county.

From the PER report from the November 3, 2020 General Election,
three (3) Sherburne County Precincts were randomly selected after
the Canvassing of the State General Election for a hand count to
compare the totals to the ImageCase Evolution ((ICE) precinct
polling place optical scanner, which was completed on November 19,
2020 starting at 8:30 a.m. in the Maple Rooms A & B of the
Sherburne County Government Center with the following Precincts:
Elk River Ward 4- Precinct 4A, City of Princeton Precinct-2 (Mail
Ballot Precinct), City of Elk River Ward 2- Precinct 2B.

The results that were
reported for the 2020
Elections are as follows:
The results of the 3,988
ballots that the ICE
tabulating machine counted
for the 2 Elk River
precincts and 50 ballots
counted by the central
scanner since they were a
mail ballot precinct, for
City of Princeton P-2. For a
grand total of 4,038 ballots
cast. The hand count came
up with two vote counts
more that the ICE machine
that had read as overvotes
.So the two ballots that




were an over vote were
counted in the hand count
due to voter intent, that was
determined by the election
judges during the hand
count. This fell well within
the acceptable guidelines
for a difference of not more
than 0.5%

The overall participation
at the Stearns County
facility increased by 21
participants compared to
2019. Although the
facility was closed due to
Covid-19 for one month,
there was still and increase
in participation showing
an increasing need for
residents to dispose of
their HHW.

The Department canceled
3 Mobile HHW Events in
2020 again due to Covid,
however the participation
difference for 2019 to
2020 is only 13
households. 500
households participated in
the Fall Elk River event,
which was the busiest
event we have had in the
last 6 years.
