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The Statement of Position entitled "Custodial Credit Risk: Certificates of Deposit 
Obtained Through a Placement Service" has been released.  The Statement recognizes 
that CDs issued by a deposit placement service are not exposed to investment custodial 
credit risk, but may be exposed to deposit custodial credit risk.  Public entities should 
take steps to ensure that all CDs they own from any one bank do not exceed FDIC 
coverage.
